THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW ABOUT ADMISSIONS AT

Central Catholic High School

Q.  Does Central Catholic have an admission application fee?

A.  No.  Since we cannot guarantee admission into Central Catholic, nor give preferential acceptance, we do not require an admission application fee.  Admission into Central Catholic is based solely on academic achievement, High School Placement Test (HSPT) scores, middle school grades, recommendation letters and discipline records.

Q.  Can a student pass or fail the HSPT?

A.  No. Central Catholic uses the HSPT as a useful evaluation tool during the admission process.
Q.  If my son does not do well on the HSPT, can he take it again to improve his score?

A.  No.  However, if the HSPT score demonstrates a discrepancy between his test scores and academic achievement, we will request an interview with the student and his parent(s)/guardian(s).

Q.  When will my son receive his HSPT results?

A.  We receive the results about a week after the exam.  We mail these to you along with an evaluation as soon as possible.  So, expect them about one and a half to two weeks after the exam.  These test scores belong to you and we believe you have a right to examine them immediately.
Q.  Can my son apply to Central Catholic even though he did not test there?

A.  Yes.  We would need a copy of the HSPT test results along with the 6-8th grade grades, letter of recommendation, standardized test scores, and an application.  However, only those students that test at Central Catholic on one of the 2 announced dates will be eligible for the score-based academic scholarship.  (Need-based tuition assistance is available)
Q.  What is important to note about Central Catholic High School?
A.  Over 99% of our graduates enter institutions of higher learning.  The Class of 2009 earned just over $12.5 mil. in college scholarships and grants.  We have had 17 National Merit Scholars over the last ten years.

THE ADMISSIONS PROCESS 
AT
Central Catholic High School
STEP 1:
Register for and take the High School Placement Test (HSPT) on 


December 5 or January 16.


All CCHS bound students are encouraged to pre-register with Central Catholic.  There is a $15.00 test fee.  There is also a free test prep and parent information session on Saturday, November 7, at 9:00 a.m.  RSVP to 225-6794 x209.
STEP 2:
Complete an Application to Central Catholic High School.


All students applying for enrollment to Central Catholic, must complete an application and submit it to the Admissions Office no later than January 8, 2010 in order to receive an admission decision by February 5.  Completed applications must include all supporting documentation.
STEP 3: 
Request that letter of recommendation forms be completed by teachers 

and/or the Principal at your son’s school.

All applicants must submit at least one letter of recommendation, however, 2 or more are strongly recommended.  Recommendation forms are distributed at the HSPT test on December 5 or January 16.  
STEP 4:
Follow up with your school for transcript request if necessary.


Central Catholic will request 6-8th grade records and letters of recommendation from elementary schools for each student that completes the HSPT.  Sometimes, parents need to follow up with their school records office in order for us to receive their son’s records by early January.  We will call during the week of January 4, if your application is incomplete.
OPTIONAL STEP 5:  Apply for Tuition Assistance


Applications for Tuition Assistance for the 2010-2011 school year will be available at the HSPT test on December 5 and January 16, as well as on-line.  Applications and documentation are due by January 28, 2010 for a response prior to registration on March 31, 2010.
Our responsibility:


The CCHS Admissions Committee will evaluate each application with the utmost  care and fairness, as is consistent with our Marianist tradition of service and justice.  We will make a decision based on HSPT scores, middle school grades, recommendation letters and an interview if required.
